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EAGER READER 
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Q: Why did my child come home with some minutes already on the tally sheet, marked “read-in” or “in-class reading”?

A:  Our wonderful teachers support Eager Reader with a “read-in” on kick-off day each year.  Students can write down in-class reading for that day only on their tally sheets.  To make it fair, each Grade Level has agreed on a minute total for their read-in.

Q: How can I help the tallying process run smoothly? 

A:  Totaling your child’s “New Weekly Minutes” each week at home, greatly reduces the time talliers have to work on Thursdays!  Also, sometimes it’s hard for us to read your child’s handwriting.  Simply total it up before you add your parent signature and you help your tallier volunteer immensely. 

Q: What happens if my student loses their tally sheet?

A:  There are always extra tally sheets in the Eager Reader bucket in each classroom.  They are also available in the brochure rack by the office.  Tally Sheets can be downloaded from the PTA website: www.challengerpta.org 

Q: What happens if my child makes it past Level 12?

A:  Encourage them to continue turning in a tally sheet each week.  If they do, they will earn extra entries into the Eager Reader Participation Drawing for their grade level.

Q: What if my child forgets their tally sheet on Thursday morning?

A:  They can bring it in, along with the current tally sheet on the following Thursday.  It will still count.

Q: What happens if the tally sheet is turned in with no parent signature?

A:  The tally sheet will be highlighted and sent back for the signature.  It will count next week once it is signed.

Q: What happens if my child doesn’t receive the right prize?

A:  Have your child tell the teacher, who will get a message to the Eager Reader Team. Mistakes happen occasionally, but we try to correct them immediately, so no one is disappointed.

Q: Who pays for Eager Reader?

A:  Challenger PTA is the major donor for the program.  We supplement the prize list with donations from local businesses.  We appreciate our parents thanking sponsors when they cash in the prizes! (The Bubble Shack, Krispy Kreme & Rainforest Café)
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
